The pieces will also be includ-
ed in the submission to the
World Heritage Committee.
Each participating school will
receive a copy of the mural
poster of winning artwork.
The event also allowed the
public to view the winning art-
work and see a showcase of art
by the Evangeline Artist Co-
op.

Nomination Grand Pré
aims to celebrate what makes
Grand Pré special and worthy
of sharing with the world. The
group's goal is to submit a pro-
posal for the nomination of
Grand Pré as a World Heritage
Site to UNESCO next February.
